 Network for Research and Training in Tropical Diseases in Central America (NeTropica)
After reading and evaluating the applications received on time and format, the Commission formed by the General Co-ordinator of NeTropica and the Scientific Reviewers agree to give the amount of $XXXXXXXX to XXXXXXXX (BENEFICIARY) for his/her participation as Responsible Investigator in the project “XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX” under the following conditions:

1. The investigation will be performed according to the revised project presented by the BENEFICIARY and approved in the month of XX XX XX.

2. The BENEFICIARY must collaborate according to the project’s rules with at least one investigator from a Central American country distinct from that of the BENEFICIARY’s.

3. The funds are granted to the BENEFICIARY for performing his/her investigations from XXXXXXXX to XXXXXXXX (total project period). 
4. The funds will be divided in two equal parts, each corresponding to one calendar year of collaboration with NeTropica. In order to receive the funding for the second year, the BENEFICIARY should demonstrate that at least 60% of the amount transferred for the first year of collaboration has been spent.

5.  The funds will be transferred to XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX, as presented in the application form, for the management and administration of the BENEFICIARY’s funds, with the only purpose of facilitating the described investigations, exclusively within the framework of the objectives of the approved project, within the period above mentioned.

6. The BENEFICIARY should maintain a responsible and ethical behaviour, according with the moral rules from each country where she/he performs his/her research activities within the framework of NeTropica. 
7. Projects involving human subjects require ethical approval by a responsible authority. Projects involving clinical trials of drugs, vaccines or other pharmaceutical preparations require, in addition, approval by a drug regulatory authority or other responsible authority all from the country concerned. A letter addressed to NeTropica should be sent confirming the above. 
8. Projects involving experiments with animals should, whenever possible, be approved by a responsible authority in the country concerned. A letter addressed to NeTropica should be sent confirming this. If no such authority exists, a letter should be sent addressed to NeTropica stating the lack of such an authority and the interest of the BENEFICIARY to avoid cruelty and respect the animal rights.
9. No funds will be released to the BENEFICIARY unless the corresponding ethical letter(s) is (are) received by NeTropica.
10. The BENEFICIARY should communicate every year in a written form, the progress of his/her investigations to the NeTropica General Co-ordinator according to the instructions presented in the web site www.netropica.org/approved.htm.
11. The BENEFICIARY should remit every year financial reports regarding the grant expenses, together with an authenticated letter from the office responsible for the management of funds certifying the financial report. The BENEFICIARY should keep all original invoices and present them when and if requested for external auditing at any given time. General instructions are presented in the web site www.netropica.org/approved.htm
12. The BENEFICIARY should accomplish the scientific and administrative issues according to the research project subscribed in NeTropica.
13. By signing, the BENEFICIARY accepts the conditions expressed in this contract according with the requirements of the institution where she/he works.

14. The obligations assumed by NeTropica are limited to the articles of this contract, and by this way, NeTropica does not take under its responsibility any risk or attitude that could affect the BENEFICIARY or his/her project during extra-scientific activities.

15. In case of use of the funds for other purposes other than those indicated in the project submitted to NeTropica the grant will be withdrawn immediately. The expended money must be returned and NeTropica can start legal actions against the responsible and principal investigators.

16. The equipments, reagents and materials purchased with the funds released by NeTropica, must be used to accomplish the objectives of the proposed project. When the project is finalised, the equipments, materials and reactives will be property of the institution where the BENEFICIARY works.

17. At the end of the two years the BENEFICIARY (Responsible Investigator) and in cooperation with the at least one member of the consortium shall present at least one publication or manuscript related to the specific topic of investigation supported by NeTropica. Failure to produce one publication / manuscript will disqualify the specific project from any further NeTropica awards.
18. The publication will have an acknowledgement to NeTropica and should refer to the NeT-Grand number assigned. 
19. Three copies of this Contract are elaborated (2 in Spanish and 1 in English), one for the NeTropica General Co-ordinator, one for Karolinska Institute and one for the BENEFICIARY.
